Season Information

The first day of Men’s Club play is Saturday, May 11th, and you must be 18 years of age to be eligible to play in money games. Play will Begin at 10:30 every Saturday through September. 
You must have played at least 5 rounds from the official 2019 schedule to be eligible for the Club Championship.

Weekly games rotate between Net Stroke Play and 1 alternating format each month.
30 strokes is the maximum course handicap allowed from White tees for regular Saturday play.

The deadline to sign up each week is 5:00pm Thursday.  On FRIDAY, the Game Coordinator will send out the groups and tee times to only those golfers who signed up.  If you’re not signed up by Thursday at 5:00pm, you may be placed on an Alternates list which is based on tee time availability.  If you signed up for Saturday play and cannot make your tee time, please be sure to call or email the Men’s Club as soon as possible so we can get an accurate headcount.
*If you no call, no show, you will be issued 1 warning. 2nd offense results in suspension from club play

On Saturday, be sure to be at the course at least 20 minutes prior to your tee time and pay your buy-in to the Game Coordinator for the week (PLEASE HAVE EXACT CHANGE).

Tees

Tee location for Men’s Club Games will be based on your current handicap:
Handicap 1-9: Blue Tee Box

Handicap 10-25: White Tee Box

Handicap 26+: Gold Tee Box
Score Posting

GHIN posting for 2019 starts on March 1st and continues until November 30th.

Revisions occur on the 1st & 15th day of every month.  Although posting is suspended in the OGA region after November 30th, rounds played in climates where scores are posted year-round will be reflected in each revision.

Scores can be posted:

- In the Pro Shop

- Online at www.ghin.com

- Via mobile device at m.ghin.com

Both 9-hole and 18-hole scores must be posted.  Scores for Scrambles and Red/White/Blue events will not be posted.  
If all holes are not completed, use the ‘Par-Plus’ system to fill in the scoring for the missing holes, and post the total.  ‘Par-Plus’ is when handicap strokes are applied to the holes where they would normally be applied for unfinished holes.  For example, if the 18th hole was not played due to darkness, and the golfer would normally receive a handicap stroke on that hole, a bogey would be carded (par + 1 stroke) and the total for the round, including the 18th hole, is posted.

Failure to post scores may result in an adjusted handicap and or withdrawal from the club.

Use Equitable Stroke Control (ESC) to adjust your score first, then post.  The following chart defines the ESC based on Course Handicap:
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10 through 19 7
20 through 29 5
30 through 39 B
40 or more. 10





If you have any questions on this procedure, or if you make a mistake in posting a score, please contact the Handicap Chairman.  Any changes to scoring must be made through the Handicap Chairman, so please be sure to check for accuracy prior to posting a score.

2-Person Best Ball, Blind Draw
2-person team best ball, where the teams will be randomly drawn before the round. Each player will play his ball from tee to green.  The lowest net score from the team on each hole will be used as the team score.
Chicago Stableford

Only Gross scores are used for this game.  Each golfer starts with a baseline of points calculated by the golfer’s course handicap added to -27.  Points are awarded per hole according to the below table.  Highest total after completion of the round wins.

16 pts for Double Eagle

8 pts for Eagle

4 pts for Birdie

2 pts for Par

1 pt for Bogey

0 pts for Double Bogey 

-1 pt for Triple Bogey or worse 

Red/White/Blue
The teeing ground changes per hole.  The order in which tees are to be used will be specified prior to play.  Variations include ‘Blue/White/Red’ or ‘Pick 6 of Each Color’.
Strike Three

At the end of a round, 3 holes are chosen {blind draw} and each player gets to record par on these three holes and then the best adjusted 18-hole net score wins the pot. 

Top & Bottom
Two-person, net best ball event with partners decided based on handicap.  The lowest handicap will be paired with the highest handicap, and so on.
